Dear HS2 families,

As always, [ have much to share about the many exciting
events that are taking place at HS2!

Also noted later in the newsletter, we had many great
volunteers here at HS2 on Saturday, October 1*. One
group of about 15 volunteers painted a large section of
our hallways during the morning while another group of
several dozen volunteers built a garden shed for us! Both
projects add a great deal to our school and showed the
power of volunteerism when teams come together!

Speaking of volunteers, I want once again commend the
growing cadre of volunteers that we have here at HS2. In
our short time as a school, we have benefitted greatly
from the support and dedication of our wonderful
volunteers. As we face our greatest crisis with the
growing budget challenges that we endure, our volunteers
are stepping up more than ever to help keep HS2 great
and allow us to grow into an even better school day after
day.

Some of you may have seen an article last week in The
Oregonian that listed HS2 as one of many schools as "In
need of improvement" for 2010-11. While the state
measures our work through student testing and
attendance, our lower rating for last year is simply
because of low participation rates in our testing of 7th
grade writing. We simply had too few of the students
take the test due to a scheduling error and this resulted in
the overall reclassification.

Although we put far greater emphasis on data that we
know counts (graduation rates, college admission rate,
etc.), the testing data for us did improve overall with
scores above the district and state average in science,
writing, and math. These positive results have resulted in
our school being invited to apply as an Intel School of
Distinction for this year. Also, as you know, we're also
hosting educators from across the country at the end of
this month as a national model school for the
Expeditionary Learning network!

All of our accomplishments are exciting and directly
benefit and support our students. However, I can assure
you that the testing participation rates will be more than
adequate this current year, resolving what we see as a
technical issue for us as a school.

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New Solar Electricity System

A solar electricity system is being installed on our
building. The school is providing roof space for a thin-
film solar photovoltaic (PV) system, which is being
funded and installed by private energy investors. Our
school will benefit from free solar power generated by
the PV system for 15 years reducing our purchase of
electricity from PGE and saving the District general fund
costs. The Capital Center building will save about
$10,000 per year in electricity costs. Springville K-8 and
Elmonica Elementary are getting similar solar systems.

We are also planning to leverage this project for
classroom applications. Later this fall, a flat screen
monitor will be installed in the school lobby that will
provide technical information about the real-time
performance of the solar system in a visually stimulating
display. In addition, this data will be web-based and
available via computer in all of our classrooms. This
information will be in a form that can be integrated into
teaching to established learning targets for students in
multiple grade-levels and different curricular subjects.

A WebCam has been set up at Springville K-8 to capture
the roof installation work. The work on our building is
very similar.

Attention HS Parents and Families:
Credit Recovery Policy Change

As of the current trimester, and announced to all HS
students on the first day of the school year, we have
changed our Credit Recovery Policy to read that:

No student will be able to earn a grade higher than a 'C’'
in a course after the trimester has ended. I.E. Raising
grades or earning anything higher than a “C” after the
trimester is over is not possible. While this represents a
change in practice for HS2, we are excited about the
opportunity and motivations that it provides our
students during each grading period.

Attendance

we want to offer a clarification on an HS2 attendance
policy: if a student is unexcused and more than 10
minutes late to a class, they are marked as absent for
that class period.
