Pronounce words, with attention to correct phrasing, clearly enough to be understood by a 
sympathetic listener.
Ask and answer questions with more detail.

Demonstrate deeper understanding of information, main ideas, and pertinent details from a variety 
of printed texts and videos, including authentic sources.
Read an increasingly broad range of words, signs, phrases, sentences and paragraphs on level 1-4 
topics.
Demonstrate understanding of text by using contextual clues.
Read and comprehend target language conventions.
Demonstrate understanding of main ideas and supporting details from more complex narratives and 
authentic materials.
Demonstrate more complete understanding of subtleties of meaning in a variety of texts, including 
culturally authentic materials. 
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Writing / Composing

Write phrases, lists, sentences and paragraphs of increasing diffi  culty.
Write using the alphabet, spelling, accents and punctuation with increasing accuracy.
Compose notes, letters, longer essays and poems using level 1-4 topics for a variety of audiences and 
purposes.
Write with more sophistication using a combination of memorized and original language in more 
complex sentences and paragraphs.
