Transition Services

Transition services are provided to students ages 16 or older who are eligible for an Individualized Education Plan (IEP).  In the Beaverton School District, planning for these services begins when a student enters high school.  Each comprehensive high school has a transition teacher on staff that begins working with freshman students to educate them about transition services.

Freshman students working on transition activities may be introduced to a variety of areas related to transition services, e.g., work experience, developing a resume, receiving feedback about work habits, increasing their awareness of the importance of physical appearance on the job, and other issues.  In-school work experiences are often provided for students to give them a chance to learn skills, thereby allowing them to be successfully employed in the community following completion of high school.

The transition plan is an integral part of the IEP and may include supports in the areas of Personal Life, Employment, Graduation/Post-Secondary Education/Training and Daily and Community Independent Living.  The IEP may also include specific goals in one or more of these areas, as well as activities that the student and family will complete in order to make progress toward the student's post-secondary plans.  Each transition plan is individualized to meet the needs of individual students and is updated annually.

· Personal Life Activities:  This includes hobbies, interests, activities or sports that the student will participate in, as well as skills in developing relationships, decision-making and problem solving.

· Employment/Career Activities:  Work experience, volunteering, part-time and summer work opportunities, as well as skills acquisition and career exploration.

· Graduation/Post Secondary Education/Training Activities:  Students discuss their high school graduation plans, which include post-secondary training opportunities.

· Daily and Community Independent Living Activities:  Learning to use public transportation, money management, cooking, cleaning, and other independent living skills.

Students who graduate with a Modified Diploma, Extended Diploma, or Alternate Certificate may be eligible for special education services until the end of the school year in which they turn twenty-one.  Transition services become the primary focus of an IEP and expand for students who are 18-21 years old.  Although transition services may be appropriately met through the neighborhood school transition program, other district supports may also be considered.
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
