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Pacific University’s Center for Gifted Education offers an 11-credit certificate program for teachers, counselors, paraprofessionals and parents who want to learn more about meeting the needs of gifted children.

The Talented and Gifted Certificate program begins with an introduction to gifted education, including the history of gifted education and the Oregon TAG mandate. Courses on classroom strategies and the social and psychological foundations of gifted education are followed by a practicum where participants apply their knowledge and skills while working with talented and gifted students as well as their parents and teachers. Each class is offered on three Saturdays with the balance of the coursework conducted online.

Course Descriptions and Schedule Classes

Fall 2008
Introduction to Gifted Education EDUC 581 (3 semester credits) provides an introduction to the field of gifted education. Emphasis is given to the Oregon TAG mandate and its implementation. Other topics include the history of gifted education, Betts’ six profiles of gifted students, identification of twice-exceptional students, and consideration of equity vs. equality in assessment and identification of gifted students. Meeting dates are Saturdays from 8:30-12:00pm: September 20, October 25, December 6 and the remainder of the coursework in conducted online.

Spring 2009
Social and Psychological Foundations of Gifted Education EDUC 583 (3 semester credits) explores current research and theory on the social and psychological development of gifted children and adolescents. Topics covered include “The Gifted Identify Model,” Dawbrowski’s “over excitabilities,” perfectionism, diverse populations, underachievement, and emotional intelligence. Meeting dates are Saturdays from 8:30-12:00pm: January 31, March 7, April 18 and the remainder of the coursework is conducted online.

Summer 2009
Classroom Strategies for Talented and Gifted Education EDUC 582 (3 semester credits) prepares teachers to address the intellectual, developmental, social, and emotional characteristics of gifted students within the regular classroom. The course examines differentiation, dual exceptionalities, causes and plans of action for underachievement, enrichment vs. acceleration models, and habits of mind. Meeting dates are Saturdays from 8:30-12:00pm: June 6, June 20, July 18 and the remainder of the coursework is conducted online.

Practicum in Talented and Gifted Education allows participants the opportunity to apply the knowledge and skills acquired in prior coursework. Participants work with talented and gifted students, as well as with parents and teachers.

Admission
Students may enter the Talented and Gifted Certificate Program in the spring, summer, or fall semesters. The program is open to teachers, counselors, paraprofessionals and parents.
